Athletics report

Oakhill wins the ISA Junior, Intermediate and overall Athletics Shield!

After having to postpone the Carnival earlier this term it was a relief to be greeted by clear skies for the back up carnival on Friday 29th August. Once again there were some exceptional results, with the ISA athletics team looking forward to the Carnival on Monday 8th September.

As has been the case in previous years, the 400m, 800m, 1500m and javelin events were held before the day carnival, with a number of new records set. After his success at the World Youth games earlier this year, James Kaan reaffirmed his status as one of Oakhill’s best athletes in recent years, setting a new record in the 800m in a time of 2.04.02 and the 400m in 54 seconds. James also won the 1500m, discus and finished 3rd in the 100m and 200m events.

There were a number of outstanding performances by female athlete, with Emma Procajlo standing out. Emma won the 400m, 800m High and discus and set a new record in the discus, throwing 23.60 metres. Congratulations also to Aloisa Aguilan who set new records in the 16 girls shot, breaking the old record by 2 metres (new record 9.44m) and the 16 girls high jump, clearing 1.40metres.

As mentioned, there were a number of outstanding individual performances at the carnival. Congratulations to the following age champions for 2008:

Under 12 boys – Michael Cali. Michael won the 100m, 200m 400m 800m and 1500m and is also a very talented swimmer. 

Under 13 boys – Daniel DiRuocco. Daniel won the 100m, 200m, 400m, 800m and also represented the 14 A’s soccer team this season and was a member of the Swim team

Under 14 boys – Sean Leckie. Sean only won the long jump, however finished 2nd in the 400m, 800m, 1500m, High, discus and javelin. Sean also represented the 14 A’s in rugby this season.

Under 15 boys – Ryan Hobbs – Ryan won the 400m, 800m, 1500m and discus. Ryan also played in the 15 A’s rugby team this season.
Under 16 Boys – Rory McVeigh – Rory won the 100m and 200m while he finished second in the discus and javelin to beat Henry Jones by 6 points. Rory was also a member of the 16 A’s rugby team this season.

Under 16 Girls – Aloisa Aguilan – Aloisa won the high jump, long jump and shot put, as mentioned earlier setting records in high and shot. Aloisa is also a very talented basketballer, representing the ISA earlier this season.
Open girls – Sarah Weaver. Sarah performed exceptionally well to hold off second place Emma Procajlo. Sarah won the 100m, 200m and 1500m races and finished 2nd in the 400m and 800m events. Sarah is enjoying her second year in the Oakhill athletics team and is also a talented basketballer. 

Open boys – James Kaan. Rarely does an athlete of James’ caliber come along and we look forward to watching James compete at a higher level in the future. James set two records and won the 400m, 800m, 1500m and discus events and cam 3rd in the 100m and 200m. Although the times he posted at the Oakhill carnival were much slower than his personal best, they were still some of the best performances seem on the athletics track in recent history. 
Oakhill wins ISA Shield for the first time!

At the ISA carnival on Monday 8th September, there were some outstanding individual performances, with our junior team winning their Division by over 70 points. Considering the caliber of the athletes at the event, this is a tremendous result that deserves congratulations. In addition to securing the junior Shield, Oakhill intermediate team also won their division for the second consecutive year. Although last year our team finished a credible second, to finally win the overall shield is an outstanding achievement, with all athletes deserving congratulations. 
After the disruption to the athletics season caused by the weather, Oakhill athletes enterer the ISA competition confident of at least retaining the Intermediate Shield won in 2007. Our junior athletes were largely unknown whilst the senior team was under strength due to some late injuries and withdrawals.

As has been the case in the past, our Under 12’s performed admirably  Michael Cali won the under 12’s 100m, 200m, 400 and 800m races whilst Aaron Apikotoa set two new ISA records in the under 13’s discus (30.48m) and the shot (11.74m). Daniel DiRuocco finished 1st in the 400m and 800m and our junior relay team won the 4 x 100 relay in a time of 50.92 (Jackson Canning, Marcus Venables, Clay Pellizon and Daniel DiRuocco)

In the intermediate Division, Henry Jones finished 1st in the 400m, 800m and 3000m. Our intermediate team crossed the line in first place only to be disqualified for changing over the line on the second change. Whilst in the seniors, Jordan Clarke finished 1st in the 400m and 800m.
It is very difficult for our female athletes to win a shield as we only compete in the senior Division. This year, our girls performed admirably, finishing a very close second to Redlands in the Senior age group. Commendable performances included Maddie Broughton in the 100, Jess Glover in the 100 and hurdles, Emma Procajlo in the 17 High jump and Lauren Murphy in the Shot putt.
