Weather

2.3.1
Wet Weather:

In the case of outdoor facilities, the ISA Wet Weather Policy will take effect.

“In the event of a wash out there is to be no replay of washed out fixtures and neither team receives any points.”   

2.3.2

Extreme Weather

Cold Weather:

To postpone the game in the case of extreme cold, Officials of both teams must be in agreement.  

Hot Weather

In the event of extreme heat, either team Official may implement special conditions prior to the commencement of the game.

Examples:

* Increased game breaks – to provide adequate fluid intake.

* Decreased game time.

The ISA recommends that Schools adhere to their individual School’s Sun Protection Policy.

Storms:

In the case of electrical/hail storms, games must be stopped immediately and a safe location sought.  Play may resume after the storm, with remaining time left in the fixture being utilised.  By mutual agreement, both team Officials can use the total time remaining, even if this exceeds the published finishing time of the game.  The fixture must be played on the allocated draw date.

To determine final team competition rankings, the following formulas will be implemented:

2.5.1
Age is taken at the 31 December, each season.  ie 31 December 2003 for the 2003/2004 season.



ISA Age Eligibility Policy:

ISA Students studying via Pathways – Age restrictions for Competitions and Representative Teams.

To participate in the ISA Sporting Competitions and Representative Teams, a student must be no older than 19 years (i.e. cannot turn 20 in the Calendar year) and studying a minimum of 4 units or the equivalent, at a Member or Associate Member School.

Note: Summer Season – Students must be eligible for the whole of season to compete.

Eligibility to compete
2.6.1
To be eligible to compete in the Boys  Division 1, schools must provide 1 team in each age group. In Division 2 schools must provide teams in at least four (4) Boys age groups,  unless a composite grouping can be arranged that is acceptable to the Directors and Sportsmasters or Sportsmistresses OR it is agreed to by the School Co-ordinator’s and ratified by Directors and Sportsmasters or Sportsmistresses.
For example, Oxley College may enter in the 13, 14 and 15 years age groups and Chevalier in the 17 years and Open age groups forming a composite set of teams.

2.6.2
Schools must be ISA Member schools or approved ISA Associate members.

2.7
Rules and timing of matches
2.7.1
All play shall be in accordance with the rules established by the Australian Basketball Federation with the following exception/inclusions.

2.7.2 Each team must be supervised by a staff member.

2.7.3 Officials: 

Each home team must supply the following officials for each game.

Two qualified referees – adult referees should preferably be used for 17’s and First V games.  

Two qualified bench staff – junior students should not be used unless fully conversant with the working and running of a bench.

· For the Firsts / Open A or most Senior Division:
Independent qualified referees/umpires must be supplied for the most Senior division by the home school.  
Penalty – If home team (or either team) fails to provide independent qualified referees/ umpires for the first, Open A or most senior division, then that team (the firsts) loses one competition point.

On the day, if no Independent* qualified referee/umpire is available, then MIC’s or Heads of Sport from both schools can negotiate a solution to enable the game to be played. If no solution is agreed upon, the game does not take place and the visiting team gets the points. The home team gets a loss as well as the penalty of one competition point. 

*Independent means not associated with either school.
· For all Grades:
Referees/Umpires must not be the coach, manager or player from the team(s) involved. They also must be competent and suitable in age with regard to the age of the players that they are umpiring. For example, in rugby to referee 16’s or higher, the referee must be a competent adult.
· Umpiring/refereeing arrangements can be made between schools prior to the event. These arrangements must be in writing and agreed upon by both schools’ convenors or Heads of Sport.
(It is suggested that all officials be paid officials.  The suggested payment of $10 for the bench duties is recommended.

2.7.4
Timing of matches:

Juniors
-
games will be 2 x 20 minute running time with the clock stopping for all time-outs (2 timeouts per team per half) as well as for all whistles in the last 2 minutes of the 2nd half only.

First V

-
games will be 4 x 10 minute quarters, with one time out per quarter and two timeouts in the last quarter.  2 minute break between quarters, 3 minute break at half time.  4 team fouls per quarter before free shots come into effect., (shots on the 5th team foul).


Time Clock  
-
First V - Division 1 schools implemented the 24 second shot clock rule for the 2001/2002 season. 

First V - Division 2 there will be no shot clock in any round games or finals. 

Games should be scheduled on the hour, normally 9.00am, 10.00am, 11.00am, 12.00 noon and 1.00pm unless a change is agreed to by the Coordinators of the two competing schools

2.7.5 Players may only compete in one game each day.  Playing a second game will result in a forfeit unless a change is agreed to by the co-ordinator of the competing school.

2.7.6
Year 12 students are prohibited from playing in Term Four.  Unless the student is remaining at school for the duration of the whole season.

2.7.7
A standard full size ball (7) will be used for all matches, preferably leather or synthetic.  A standard full size court to be used for all games.

2.7.8
Each player’s name must be on the score sheet at the start  of the game in order to be eligible to play in the game.  Teams must have a minimum of four (4) players to start a match.  If four players are not available by 10 minutes after the agreed starting time, the match will be forfeited.  Late teams will be penalised by the awarding of 2 points to their opponents for every minute late up to 10 minutes, after which a forfeit will result.

In the case of unforseen circumstances, discussion should take place between the Coaches and convenors concerned.  If agreement is not reached, a forfeit should be claimed and a letter of justification sent to the Director.

Competition points will be as follows:

3 points

Loss

1 point

Forfeit

0 points  (a score of 20 - nil being recorded)

Illegal forfeit
-1 point

An illegal forfeit occurs when the opposing school is not notified by 4.00pm on the Thursday prior to the competition game.

2.7.10
If two or more schools finish the competition on equal points then points for/against between those schools will be used to decide the finishing order, competition games only to be counted.  In deciding places for finals, a maximum winning margin of 40 points will be recorded for the purpose of for/against calculations.  This is to discourage coaches from “blowing out” scores in round matches.

2.7.11
If scores are equal at the completion of play in a round match, two (2) minutes extra time (fully timed) will be played for 13  - 17yrs age groups Five (5) minutes extra time (fully timed) for First V, plus 1 time out per team with foul counts continuing.  If scores are still equal at the end of this period of extra time, play will commence again with the team scoring first (ie a free throw, 2 point basket or 3 point basket) being declared the winner.

For Boys teams:

In semi-finals a period of three minutes extra time (fully timed) plus 1 time out per team with foul counts continuing, will be played for age groups, division l and II first V, will play a period of 5 minutes if scores are equal at the end of regulation time.  If scores are still equal at the end of this periods of extra time, play will commence again with the team scoring first (ie a free throw, 2 point basket or 3 point basket being declared the winner.

In Finals – if the scores are equal after the three minutes extra time, NOTE: Division 1 and 11 first V, will play a period of five minutes (fully timed with one time out per team with foul counts continuing), then both teams will be declared joint premiers except the First V, Division 1 and 11, 5 minutes extra time periods will continue until a winner is declared. Each team receives 1 time out per extra time and foul counts continue.

2.7.12 Eligibility for finals:



To be eligible for finals, a player must have played at least 3 games as a recognised member of that team.  Once a player has played up an age group three (3) times, he/she must remain in the higher age group.

Records of all Score Sheets must be kept by the Sport Co-ordinator's of each school for the entire season, in case of questions regarding player eligibility.

2.7.13 Playing uniforms:

•
Ideally playing uniform should be numbered 4 to 15 inclusive, a maximum of 12 players per team per game.  Shorts, should be a design approved by each school.  All team members should wear the identical design and colour.  Home teams must provide alternate strip in the case of clashing playing strip.  Uniform colours and game times to be confirmed between MICs at start of week.

2.7.14  Promotion/Relegation

•
In a six team competition 6 points is allocated to the winning team.  Points are allocated accordingly down to 1 point for sixth position.  The number of points allocated is set according to the number of teams in the particular age group.

In the case of a draw the tie-breaker will be the total competition points earned by each team at the end of the season.

2.9
Code of conduct

The following guidelines for behaviour and conduct of players and supporters are to be enforced by the Basketball Coordinator of each school.

2.9.1
Dress for attendance at fixtures
Players must attend all fixtures dressed in school sports uniform and/or track suit or full school uniform.  All Open teams are encouraged to wear full school uniform, including blazer.

2.9.2
Player behaviour
•
Players are under the supervision of the referees during the match.  The referees are to enforce the rules of play but coaches and coordinators must ensure that matches are played in the appropriate spirit.

•
Foul play, bad language and other behaviour that detract from the game should be dealt with by coaches or coordinators.

•
Each Home team should have a Court Supervisor who is empowered to act in the desired way and report any matters to the convenors and relevant schools.

2.9.3
Supporters
Supporters are encouraged to barrack for their team in an appropriate manner.  This may include cheering, applauding, "war cries", etc.  Supporters should never comment or criticise any player, official or coach.  Support should be positive, never negative.  Attempts to distract opposition players while foul shots are in progress must be outlawed.

2.9.4
Coaches
•
Coaches should communicate with officials and team members in an appropriate manner, making all court changes through the bench.

•
Abusive or bad language and other behaviour that detract from the game will be dealt with by the court supervisor and must be reported to the Basketball convenor in writing and submitted with the results from that match.

Second offenders will be reported in writing, by the Basketball convenor, to the directors and their respective Sportsmaster/Sportsmistress for further action.

•
Coaches should avoid, where possible, going onto the court to discuss any problem with referees.  Coaches should remain on the sideline at all times and request discussions with referees, through the bench.
